Abstract

This article discusses the views of foreign researchers on the political agenda. The approaches to
the concept of a political agenda are identified, the main aspects of the term are highlighted. The
evolution of theoretical and applied research on setting the agenda in different countries is
described. The main method was a comparative approach. Great emphasis in the article is made
on the consideration of various empirical works of foreign scientists in the field of forming the
agenda, the participation of actors in the broadcast and creating the agenda in a competitive
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environment. In the framework of this work, studies were also examined regarding the influence
of the ruling and opposition parties in parliament on the political agenda, studies were noted that
gave a dominant role in shaping the political agenda to government groups. A separate block is
the study of the media as a tool for creating the agenda, as well as research highlighting the
media as an individual actor. In addition, European studies of the influence of the media are
highlighted, which offer various theoretical and practical constructs ("media storm",
"mediation"). As a conclusion, the author gives a generalization of approaches to the political
agenda, describes the need for further comparative studies in the field of the political agenda at
the intercountry level.
