Abstract

The article reviews and summarizes the results of modern foreign studies of the political language
and genres of political communication on the Internet. The methodological basis of the study is the
general scientific principles of the selection of factual data related to its verification of objectivity,
information capacity and cognitive value, as well as the possibility of its comparative analysis,
rational comparison and logical combination. The authors are suggesting that most political parties
and politicians in the Western Europe and the United States are using the Internet communication as
a simple extension of their usual “pre-paid” offline communication practices, while the new forms
and types of political communication, including some language features are emerging in the
network interaction among the citizens themselves. The authors conclude that in the vertical
communication ‘“politician-to-citizen” the recontextualization of the traditional genres in new
communicative forms prevails, and the new genres arise mainly in the horizontal political
communication “citizen-to-citizen”. The article also outlines promising areas for further research on
political language and political communication on the Internet.
